Overview of the Population Clock 
Since mid-1990 scholars pointed to the emerging need to inform accurate population growth estimates worldwide. Thus, various researches were undertaken in how to employ technological advancements in the area.   

The U.S. Census Bureau first developed a population clock in an electronic format in 2000 and placed it together with a world population clock on its web page showing comparison of its population growth with world population growth. 

The population clock is a computer program designed to show population growth of the world and a country concerned on a real-time basis. It needs to be used to formulate and implement economic and social development policies of countries. 

At present, some developing countries such as China, India, and Slovenia apart from some developed countries such as United States of America, Australia, New Zealand, Canada, Netherland, Finland, and Norway have designed their own population clocks and are utilizing them by placing on their web sites and electronic boards. 

The Mongolian Population Clock is based on basic projections of demographic growth rate for the country derived from data on resident population, birth, and death from the end of 2007 till June 2010.     

According to the projections, Mongolia’s population is growing by one person every 10 minute and 30 seconds. The growth is broken down into one birth every 7 minute and 54 seconds and one death every 31 minute and 6 seconds. The information would be used to make policies and decisions coherent. 

The Population Clock will continuously be updated once a year based on actual population estimates of the previous year.
17. Policy on and Basic Guidelines for Statistical Data Dissemination

One. Recitals 

1. Based on relevant definitions and provisions in the Law on Statistics of Mongolia and Principles of Statistical Activities stipulated in Article 4 of the Law and in pursuant to Provision 4 of the Law – ‘statistical data shall be made available to the general public and be transparent as permitted in the laws’, the Procedure has been prepared. 

2. Main objective of the Policy on Statistical Data Dissemination is to equally provide and make available official statistics on society, economy, and population of Mongolia as allowed by the laws and regulations, and formal documents of authorities.

3. Confidential data, detailed materials and files of censuses and surveys, unprocessed data, and data and materials prepared for a limited number of clients shall not be made available to the general public. 

4. The National Statistical Office upholds policy of deriving certain benefit from its pay service for users of statistics while spending the government budget in a cost-efficient way. At the same time, it shall also be our policy to responsively react to users’ needs and demand and diversify its service and maintain flexible prices for its services.
